WSL COMMITTEES

Cancer Awareness / Relay for Life - Organizes WSL sponsorship for cancer awareness events and fundraisers such as Relay for Life. Promotes the “Sun Wise” program throughout the parish school system and community by initiating and developing skin cancer awareness education. Relay for Life is usually held in late April.

Community Service / Movie in the Park – Along with the Main Street Program, organizes and hosts our annual Movie in the Park. Also responsible for any other community service activity like Red Cross classes, the Food Bank, Clothes Closet, and Ball Park Concessions. Movie in the Park is held in late October.

Cookbooks – Maintains inventory of the WSL cookbook and distributes them to various stores throughout the parish when needed. Gathers new recipes, tests them, and creates a new edition when needed.

Jane Butterworth Park – Oversees improvements and maintenance of the park behind Sonic. Committee members should visit the park at least once a month to check for broken equipment, needed items/plantings, and trash pick up. A work day for new plantings and landscaping is held each Spring.

Membership Directory – Creates and maintains the membership directory. Duties include taking photos of the members, collecting information for members’ bios, and the overall design, format, and printing of the directory. 

Scholarships – Reviews all applicants based on predetermined criteria and selects the recipients. Scholarships are reviewed and awarded in April / May.

Social – Responsible for planning several events throughout the year such as the Newcomers Tea, End of the Year Social, and pre-meeting Mixers. Duties include addressing and mailing invitations, party design and decorating, menu design, and set up / break down.

Breakfast with St. Nick – Three pancake seatings are held on the Saturday morning of Christmas in the Country at Jackson Hall. Pictures with Santa, storytelling, sing-a-longs and skits are provided for entertainment. Committee is responsible for planning all aspects of the event: tickets, set up/break down, entertainment, food, and food service. Always the first weekend of December.

Christmas Parade – Responsible for planning and organizing the annual Christmas in the Country Parade. Duties include: theme selection; soliciting float entrants, marching bands, public officials, and the Grand Marshal; coordinating parade route and float line up; creating signs for floats; coordinating judges and awards. Always the first weekend of December.

Christmas Wreaths – Arranges for ordering the wreaths, picking up the wreaths, and scheduling members to work three weekends of the wreath sale. Sales start the weekend after Thanksgiving.

Fundraiser – Committee proposes, plans and organizes our fundraiser event(s). Event may change each year and has previously included a gala, playhouse raffle, and Taster’s Tea. Each fundraiser will have a Chairperson, Co-Chairperson, Committee Chairpersons for various committees like Appreciation, Food, Bar, Invites, Donations, Entertainment, Decorations, Public Relations.
